Services: Inspection, acceptance and evaluation of services to be fumished
will be performed by the COTR. The Government will conduct any
inspection and tests deemed reasonably necessary o assure that the senvices
provided conforms with all respects to the contract specifications. Services,
which upon mmspection are found not to be in conformance with contractual
spectfications shall be promptly rejected by the CO'TR and a notice of such
rejection will be provided to the Contractor by the Contracting Oflicer.

Reports and Data: The Government will inspect menthly the Contractor's
performance in submmitting reports and data as required by the contract.
Inspection shall be conducted by the Contractling Officer and the COTR.
Inspcction and evaluation of the Contractor will be performed to assess the
following: (1) compliance with the specifications; {Z) responsiveness; ()
timeliness; {4) quality with respect to generally acceplable professional
standards, and, {3) compliance with all elemenis ol Section F, “Deliverics or
Performance.”

Performance will be considered deficient whenever posts are nol coverad as
required by the contract. This deficiency may be remedied by assessing
liquidated damages in accordance with the liquidated damages clause
provided in Section F, “Deliveries or Performance™.

In accordance with the FAR 42.15, Contractor Performance Information, the
Contractor's overall performance will be evaluated on 4 periodic basis. The
evaluation will include, for example, the contractor’s record of conforming to
contract requirements and standards of good workmanship; the contractor’s
record of forecasting and controlling costs; the contracter’'s adhercnce to
contract schedules, including the administrative aspects of performance; the
contractor history of rcasonable and cooperative behavior and commilment W
customer satisfaction and gencrally, the contractor's businesslike concemn for
the intercst of the customer,

Past performance information is relevant information, for future source

selection purposcs, regarding a contracior’s acttons under previously awarded
contracts,
