Services: Inspection, acceptance and evaiuation of services to be furnished
will be performed by the COTR. The Government will conduct any
inspection and tests deemed reasonably necessary o assure thal The senices
provided conforms with all respects 1o the contract specificaiions. Services,
which upon inspection are found not to be in conformance with contraciual
specifications shall be promptly rejected by the COTR and a notice of soch
rejection will be provided to the Contractor by the Contracting Officer.

Reports and Daga: The Government will inspect monthly the Contractor's
performance m submitling reporis and data as required by the contract,
Inspection shall be conducted by the Contracting Officer and the COTR,
Inspection and evaluation of the Contractor will be performed 1o assess the
following: (1) compliance with the specifications; (2) responsiveness; (3)
timeliness; {4) quahty wilh respect to gencrally acceptable prolessional
standards, and, (5) compliance with all elements of Scction F, “Deliveries or
Performance.”™

Performance will be considered deflicient whenever posts are not covered as
reguited by the contract. This deficiency may be remedied by assessing
liquidaled damages i accordance with he liquidated damages clausc
provided in Secuon F, “Deliverics or Performance™.

In accordance with the FAR 42.15, Contractor Performance Information, the
Contractor's overall performance will be evaluaied on a periodic basis. The
evaluation will include, for exampile, the contractor’s record of conjormung to
contract requiremnents and standards of good workmanship; the contractor’s
record of forecasting and controlling costs; the contractor s adherence Lo
contract schedules, including the admnimistrative aspects of performance; thy
contractor history of reasonable and cooperative behavior and commitment 10
customer satisfaction and generally, the contractor™s businesshke concern for
the interest of the customer.

Past performance information is relevant infortnation, for future source
seleetion purposes, regarding a contractor’s actions under previously awarded
contracls.
